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 A  historic  antebellum plantation 

built in the mid 1800s.  The plantation 

known as Edgewood was a prosperous 

farm that boasted a productive orchard, 

livestock and honey bees in addition to 

the feed crops. 



 The 21+ acres showcases      

breath-taking vegetation.  The       

courtyard features a beautiful          

hardwood tree and brick gazebo.   

 Additional buildings include:     

second living quarters with multiple 

units, two car ports, shed, storage 

building and a cabin, that was built in 

1829 to serve as a temporary residence 

while the farm house was under       

construction. 



The double leaf       

entrance opens up to 

a 10 foot wide center 

hall with four      

rooms symmetrically           

arranged on either 

side. 

Rooms pictured left to right, top to bottom:  

Parlor, Sunroom  (accessible via center hall and 

kitchen), Center Hall and Great room. 



 The main floor also includes a room that can be used for an office or library with       

built-in shelves, dining room with gas fireplace and kitchen with pantry and laundry room.

Antique mirror in center hall, office/library, dining 

room with fireplace, dining room with access to 

kitchen, kitchen and full bathroom that is located 

on the upper level.
